     I am pleased to submit the Annual Report for January 1, 2007 ï  

December 31, 2007.  Included are the Fiscal Year reports covering expenses 

and revenues for the period July 1, 2006 ï June 30, 2007. 

 

     During 2007 the C-PTPA experienced below average precipitation  

during April, May, and June.  This brought the Association into fire season 

in July with conditions estimated to be three weeks early for fuel conditions.  

High temperatures and windy days throughout July set the stage for fire  

conditions in August to be very high. 

 

     The Association Chief Fire Warden with other Forest Protective District 

Fire Wardens provided input to the Idaho Department of Lands Fire Bureau 

and Director of developing fire conditions.  Stage 1 fire restrictions were  

implemented on July 20, 2007 and Stage 2 followed on August 3, 2007. 

 

     During the 2007 Fire Season the C-PTPA experienced 51 fires.  Person 

caused fires were above average with 41 fires and lightning fire activity was 

well below normal with only 10 fires experienced.  The Association  

incured 11 fires of suspicious origin.  These suspicious fires were  

believed to be incendiary and investigations continued throughout the fire 

season. 

 

     There were three significant fires that occurred during harvest operations 

that the Association responded to with quick effective initial attack.  The 

Association personnel, dozers, engines, contract helicopter, and interagency 

air support contributed to controlling these fires at 5 acres or less. 

 

     The 2007 fire season brought challenges to the Association but we  

continued our commitment to provide a high level of forest and resource 

protection.  I would like to express appreciation to all the C-PTPA  

employees, co-operating agencies, landowners, and the forest industry for 

their support during 2007.  Their spirit of assistance and cooperation was 

evident in our success.
